Item 3: Continued Discussion Possible Amendments of Chapter 32 & Chapter 38 of the
Code of Ordinances

Mr. Stephens presented staff’s work regarding Ch. 32 Acrticle 4.

The members discussed Ch. 32 Article 9. Mr. Honea made the point that the proposed
amendment should apply county wide to industrial uses instead of restricted to parcels
zoned within the Industrial District. Mr. Stephens stated that staff would make the
changes to the wording as discussed.

The committee agreed that setbacks for signs should be ten (10) feet.

The committee discussed ways to modify Appendix A of Ch. 38 in way that would be

appropriate for possible application in other areas. The committee agreed that any
proposals should be less restrictive than the standards within Appendix A of Ch. 38.



The committee discussed parking standards. The committee agreed that it would be
appropriate to study the issue and continue the review at the next meeting.

Mr. Honea suggested that is may be best to wait to address staff’s work regarding
Manufactured Home Parks/RV Parks.
