o Public Defender’s Office   
 Council reviewed material provided regarding funding required by state law.  Council made 
no changes to the previously approved Public Defender’s budget.

Detention Center / Jail: 
 
 Sgt. Steve Pruitt, Detention Center, addressed Council and provided them with a memo 
[filed with these minutes] outlining the Detention Center Needs Analysis and Master Plan.  Mr. 
Thrift noted that he and Mr. McCall recently visited Stephens County, GA, and toured their Steel 
Cell facility.  Discussion followed.   
 
Westminster Fire Station: 
 
 Mr. Lake Julian discussed with the Committee the status of the Westminster Fire Station as 
it relates to Capital Projects.  No action was taken. 
 
Loan Amortization Schedule: 
 
 Ms. Kendra Brown provided the Committee with an example for loan amortization if the 
County was to borrow $12,000,000.
